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COMMUTER COUPLES CONQUER LONG DISTANCES
INCREASED DEMANDS OF WORKPLACE KEEP LOVERS APART

COMMUTER COUPLES are on the rise with nearly one in five of Britons (18%) – or nearly 8.7 million people[footnoteRef:2] in the UK - currently in the throes of a long distance relationship with a significant proportion of these (74%) in committed partnerships or married. [2:  Adult population (aged 18+) is 48.8 million (Source ONS Population Projections, 2009] 


The ‘Long Distance Love’ Report from thetrainline.com shows over half (55%) of so-called ‘Commuter Couples’ are in a long-term relationship and 19% are married or in civil partnerships. 

And, for most people, it’s the job that’s keeping them apart with an increase in dual-career couples.  Over two in five (44%) of people say they are forced to live apart from their partners because their careers come first.  

More than three quarters of couples (77%) travel for over two hours to see their partner, according to the new report.  Over one in four (28%) sees each other every weekend with more than a third (37%) managing to get together once a fortnight.

Celebrity ‘Commuter Couples’, kept apart by the demands of work, have included Victoria and David Beckham as well as Brad Pitt and Angelina Jolie.   Not everyone however lives miles apart – Actress Helena Bonham Carter famously lives next door to her partner, film director Tim Burton while Sarah Jessica Parker and Matthew Broderick are reportedly living in different boroughs after the birth of their twins.

Mostly they are dual career couples who can’t or don’t want to uproot their professional lives just because one has to.
